Eye of the Storm Conference:  Ms. Morrison and Mrs. Dargahi attended a conference entitled Eye of the Storm by Dr. Don Goewey on Friday, April 18. Some of the central concepts were (1) that stress is mostly internally generated and is mostly inappropriate for dealing with psychological fear instead of primal fear, (2) that practicing detachment and awareness can actually change the structure of the brain to compensate for our fight-or-flight hard-wiring from the primitive part of the brain and (3) our incessant mental chatter includes lies that we tell ourselves and is very repetitive. The Whys and Ifs of the State Budget ,Brett McFadden, ACSA Management Services Executive:  The looming threat of the May 14 budget revision is that there will be hard fiscal challenges for all schools for the next two years. 
The Art of Verbal Judo, Mark Foisie, Commander, San Pablo Police Department, Hostage Negotiator:  When dealing with an angry or violent person keep your palms showing and up.  This body language is usually not misinterpreted and you can more easily protect yourself if needed.  
The Journey to Knowing and Understanding Who You Reach, Dr. Mary Bacon, Consultant, Images of a Culture:  Excellence without equity is a hollow prize if only 1/3 of a school’s students end up in the finest colleges and universities.  Adults should try to see the school from the eyes of different students, especially from the eyes of those students who don’t fit in. 
Voices of the Unheard, Dr. Annar Saheli, Assistant Principal, San Leandro:  After you identify the relatively small group of students who are creating havoc, meet with them as a group, then ask each to bring a friend.   This will impact school-wide discipline issues.
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
