After discussing the upcoming rally, we talked about how schools should be positive and safe places.  At Tech violence takes form through thefts, sexual harassment, fights, inappropriate language, disrespect, disruption of learning, and gang activity.  The committee is going to address each of these issues.  The first one that we are considering is theft.  Every student on our campus has had something stolen or knows of a student who has had something stolen.  

We discussed the possibility of poster and slogan contests, announcements, gatherings and other ways to bring attention to the fact that we must SILENCE THE VIOLENCE at Tech.
