Alison McDonald, NEXO, visits Tech:  Ms McDonald, Executive Director for our high school area, will be at Tech Monday morning.  We are fortunate that she makes it a point to visit our school so that she gets first-hand information about what is going on at Tech.  She also keeps the administrative focused on the concept that administrators must be out and about the school as much as possible:  before and after school, during passing periods and in the classrooms.  As the school year begins to wind down, formal observations of certificated and classified staff must be completed and turned in. Completing those observations and evaluations will be a major emphasis during March and April. 
Silence The Violence Rally:  The number of participants for the Silence the Violence Rally had to be called in last Friday.  We still have at least 50 spots open for staff and students who have not yet responded.  Please note that staff members who plan on attending must also complete a waiver.  The Rally is being filmed so waivers are required because the rally may be shown on TV or in advertisements.
The rally will include Mayor Dellums’ Call to Action to Silence the Violence in Oakland, a reformed ex-convict, four Golden State Warriors, and some other special guests.  Furthermore, students will receive a ticket to a future Warriors Game and a Silence the Violence T-Shirt.   This promises to be a very memorable event for Oakland Tech. 
Preparing for Silence the Violence: Some of the Warriors’ stage hands will be here, on Tuesday, to check out the auditorium and to see if they can put up our new auditorium curtains. Lead security officers will also be here so they can create a security plan for the rally and look at all of the rooms close to the auditorium so they can set up a waiting room for  players and VIP’s.  
Silence the Violence Gift:  The Golden State Warriors Organization has created a 120w x 21h banner that they would like to hang in the auditorium. The heavy duty banner is a gift to the school so that whenever students enter the auditorium they will remember March 10th and what took place during the rally. 
Progress Assessments:  The final progress assessment benchmarks are due to be administered between March 10th  and April 4th.  The Blueprints are on the OUSD website so that teachers can see which standards will be tested.  We did really well on our scanning percentages last time and we can aim for 100% this time.  We need this data for WASC and SPSA and it does appear on the website -- might appear on the Score Card as well.  The answer sheets are not yet posted yet, but as soon as they are – they need to be printed. 
Responses to Parent Inquiries:  How do you feel when you call a business and no one returns the call?   How do you feel when you email someone and he/she never responds?  Please remain cognizant to the practice that parents/guardians who call a staff person should receive a response within 48 hours.  That is a professional manner of keeping the lines of communication open with the homes of our students.
Working Together Makes A Difference:  A special thank you to all who read the draft bulletin and the draft of the March calendar then responded with additions and corrections.  Although this does not, at first glance, seem like a monumental gesture, it is, in fact very important.  This bulletin and the March calendar are now clearer and more complete because of your input.  There isn’t any aspect of the work at Tech that is not improved when we put forth concerted efforts to make Tech a better place for all students, staff and our parent population.
