From the Faculty Council:
At the last Faculty Council Meeting a prior school-wide expectation was re-visited regarding blue passes. The FC has agreed to support it and is asking all faculty and staff to not issue blue passes in the first fifteen minutes of a class and also during the last fifteen minutes of class. The expectation is that all students are arriving to class on time and prepared to learn. 
This issue was discussed and voted on in agreement by the Faculty Council on Monday, October 15th, 2007:  BLUE PASSES WILL NOT BE ISSUED THE FIRST AND LAST FIFTEEN MINUTES OF A CLASS PERIOD.  ALL STUDENTS IN THE HALLS ARE EXPECTED TO HAVE A PASS DURING THE TIME ALLOTTED FOR PASSES. 

Blue Passes:  Please do not tell a student:  1) Go to the bathroom and hurry, the bell is about to ring.  2)  Go to the office to get a pass for being late.  3)  I don’t give passes so, go and don’t get caught.  There are complaints about too many students being in the halls during class time.  The FAC proposal aims at helping with this problem.  This issue cannot be solved by 7 SSO’s, it needs everyone remaining cognizant of the 15 minute rule. Comments such as those listed above exacerbate the problem. It is everyone’s responsibility to use passes and to use them with common sense.
Senior Mentors:  Last week we had 48 Senior Mentors in the library eagerly waiting to meet their mentees.  Unfortunately only twelve 9th graders showed up.  As soon as those 12 return their parent permits/applications they will be officially assigned their Senior Mentors.  The Senior Mentor will get a copy of his/her mentee’s grades,  attendance report and class schedule.   If you know of a 9th grade student who is not doing well in school, pick up an application from Mrs. Dargahi or Ms. Page.  If the 9th grade spots are not taken by Friday, November 2, the Senior Mentors will go to repeat 9th graders and 10th graders.  Senor Mentor Guidelines:
1)  Mentee Information is confidential

2)  Mentor should introduce him/herself to mentee’s parents and teachers.
3) Teach and show, don’t do.  Guide mentee towards doing his/her own work.

4)  If a problem arises, talk with one of the Senior Project Advisors.

5)  Keep a professional relationship with your mentee.

6)  Arrange tutoring for you mentee.  Go with him/her when possible.

7)  Maintain and keep all required records and documents up-to-date.

8)  Document mentee’s progress.

9)  If your mentee gets a referral, go to the conference with Ms. Page.

10) Enjoy the process!
