FCMAT VISIT:  OUSD is reviewed annually by monitors from FCMAT (Fiscal Crisis Management and Assistance Team). Pupil Achievement is one of five sectors that is reviewed. As part of the annual pupil achievement review, the FCMAT auditors visit schools. Oakland Tech has been selected for a visit which will occur on Monday, October 8. Dr. Streshly , the FCMAT auditor, will be escorted by a district employee. They will be visiting English language arts and mathematics classrooms, and talking with students and staff.  Dr. Streshly will tally the number of ELA/Math classrooms at Tech  that show:
 
-          clear evidence of standards-based instruction that is on grade level
-          use of district-adopted materials
-          ability of students to articulate the learning objectives for the lesson
-          student work/assignments that are at (not below) grade level

Reminder:  Students are not to be left in a classroom without adult supervision
Reminder: Students are not to be sent out of class without a blue pass or referral.

Report Card Documents:  Grades are due on Tues., October 9, by 8:30 a.m. to Mrs. Robinson, Counselor’s Secretary. Anybody who does not turn them in on time causes a snag in the report card timeline because grades cannot be run until each  teacher turns his/hers in.  
AP District Meeting:  On Thursday, October 11, Ms Page, Ms. Morrison and Mrs. Dargahi will be at a district AP Meeting until 11:00.  Please do not send students to the office.  
Library Orientation: Now that we are into the second marking period it is time for those English teachers, of 9th grade students, who have not yet taken their students for library orientation to do so.  See Ms. Harper to schedule a library orientation session.  
21st Century Proposals Deadline: Proposals for a 21st Century after school program need to be turned in by this Friday, October 12. Once the programs are accepted, the proposal cannot be changed.  Forms are available in the office.
Master Calendar:   You must check the Master Calendar in Office 113 BEFORE scheduling any school event.  Please cooperate with this effort toward school organization.
Copier Notes:  As a staff, we are using far too much paper. Please keep these tips in mind to conserve. In order to better evaluate how many copies we are using, all copy codes will be changed starting Monday, October 15. See the copier administrator of your machine to receive a new code.

1. Use double sided copies whenever possible.

2. Expand your margins from 1 inch to ½ inch. You will be surprised how much more you can get on one page.

3. Use a smaller font size.

4. Type instead of handwrite. You can get far more on a sheet of paper.

5. If copying from a book, reduce image below 100% to fit two pages of a book on one sheet of paper.

6. Use class sets instead of individual copies whenever possible.

7. Have students copy off the board or overhead if possible.

8. Students should never use the copy machines.

Field Trips: There is a new field trip form that needs to be filled out.  It asks for much more information than the prior forms.   You can get the new form from Ms. Andrades

Waiting in the Office due to a Referral  Starting today, 10/8, all students who are sent to the office for a referral must follow the waiting room rules that are posted in the office.  If you send someone out on referral please tell them to go to the office and to sign in.

Emergency Survival Kit:  This week each classroom teacher will receive an emergency survival kit.  Teachers will be asked to sign and put the serial number of each kit on a form.   Please store the kit in a safe place where it is accessible in case of emergency.
Supplemental Educational Service (SES) Provider:  Under “No Child Left Behind” students who are eligible for free lunch are also eligible for tutoring services.
