
Overview

The Askari Scholarship seeks to help further society by contributing to the enhanced success of women in quantitative fields.  We recognize there are many causes for the lack of leadership by women in mathematics and science.  These include social pressure, parental expectation, financial restrictions and lack of information on possible career paths in these fields.  This charity plans to address these causes through its activities.

The initial work of the Askari Scholarship will be limited geographically and financially.  Planned activities for 2010 include 3 initial scholarships of $5,000 in San Francisco, Alameda County and Greater Seattle Metro area.  The Askari Scholarship plans to work closely with local Boards of Education, Parent Teacher Associations and other groups in order to grant these scholarships to qualified young women in math, science and engineering.  The scholarships will be granted solely on the basis of merit, talent and need.  The Askari Scholarship also plans to assist the recipients with their financial aid applications and loan applications to ensure full funding for the relevant studies.  The initial funding commitment of the Board of Directors will be $60,000 for these three beta-scholarships.

Should the initial scholarships prove successful, Askari Scholarship plans to expand its available number of scholarships and to seek additional funds from charitable donations, foundational support and governmental grants to increase its targeted demographics in the United States.  Once The Askari Scholarship has 10 scholarships per year, The Askari Scholarship plans on hiring a part time director to administer the charitable organization and to begin educational seminars for young women in high school who desire to pursue careers in math or science. 

The Askari Scholarship hopes to expand its offerings to grants for women in developing nations to study math and science in the United States.  These grants would include study for both undergraduate work and graduate work in United States Universities.  The Askari Scholarship would assist with visas and travel in order to facilitate.

Other anticipated activities for the Askari Scholarship include 

1) The development of a web site with useful information on other sources of funds, an application for our scholarship and a bulletin board for useful information.

2) Press releases and other media work to promote the activities of the organization.

3) Creating materials for teachers to help promote careers in math, science and engineering.  

Askari Scholarship For Women in Science is currently in the process of filing articles of incorporation as a non-profit, non-stock  entity under California Corporation R&TC 23701d, and Code, Division 1, Chapter 2, 5110-6910, adopt(s) the following articles of incorporation.

In addition to these filings Askari Scholarship has applied for Federal exemption status as a non-profit private foundation for one or more purposes as specified in Section 501(c)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code, including, for such purposes, the making of distributions to organizations qualifying as exempt organizations under Section 501(c)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code.

Applicants must be graduating from high school or equivalent learning program, and applying for acceptance to a  four year degree program in mathematics, engineering, or science, to a university that is a non-profit 501(c)3 institution of higher learning.   





Federal Financial Aid Request Deadlines


The 2010-2011 School Year (July 1st, 2010 - June 30th, 2011): 


FAFSA on the Web applications must be submitted by midnight Central Daylight time, June 30, 2011. 


Note: Your school must have your complete and correct information by your last day of enrollment in the 2010-2011 school year. 


Pay close attention to deadlines! Ask your school about their definition of an application deadline - whether it is the receipt date and time or the process date and time of the application. 


Check with your university administrator for State deadlines.  State deadlines are usually earlier than Federal deadlines.
